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GENERAL ENGLISH
Our General English courses are designed for international 
students and other temporary visa holders looking 
to improve their English for personal or professional 
development.  You don’t need to be planning to study in a 
TAFE SA award course to study at the English Language 
Centre. The course duration varies from five to 40 weeks 
and will be tailored to your individual needs, depending on 
your level of English, goals and study pathways.

PURPOSES (EAP) ADVANCED
This course is aimed at students needing advanced English 
language skills for university study at undergraduate or 
postgraduate level. You will attend academic lectures and 
join university campus tours to ensure you are fully prepared 
for your university career.
